This issue consists of five research articles and
one research note, reflecting the journal's commitment to exploring law
through multiple disciplinary perspectives.

The opening article examines fake order practices in e-commerce within the
frameworks of Islamic and Indonesian law, situating the discussion at the
intersection of law, technology, and ethics.

The second study addresses criminal liability in Dissociative Identity
Disorder, bridging criminal jurisprudence and psychiatric insight within the
context of Bangladesh’s legal system.

The third article introduces a computational perspective by analyzing

fraud and diplomatic corruption in American diplomatic history.

We hope this issue continues to foster meaningful dialogue across disciplines
and deepens the understanding of law as an evolving, interconnected field of
study.
