SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

Authors must submit abstracts of research/ review paper in English or
Turkish formatted as defined. Prospective authors are invited to submit full
and original research papers, which are not submitted, published, under
consideration anywhere in other conferences or journals. All proposals will
undergo a blind review by at least two reviewers. Selection of papers for
presentation in the conference is based on these reviews and final decisions
by the conference organizing committee.

Participants are expected to submit an extended abstract of 800 to
1500 words. Additionally, abstract of 100-120 in English must be submitted
for papers written in Turkish. The abstract needs to include the following: i.
Theoretical background. ii. Research design and methods. iii. Findings. iv.
Contributions to research in Israel and Judaism Studies. v. Selected
Bibliography (up to one page, not included in the word count). On a same
sheet, please state the following: title of the paper, name(s) of author(s),
affiliation and contact information. The file should be sent to
israiliyatcom@gmail.com. Upon acceptance for presentation at the
conference, the authors will be asked to submit their full presentation/paper
to the panel’s chair by December 10, 2017.

All sessions will be 90 minutes in length. Panel organizers should plan
for three 20-minute papers and a chair, allowing 25-30 minutes for Q and A.

Oz: Arap Bahari, toplumsal ayaklanma dominolari olarak, simdiye kadar
Arap cografyasindaki pek cok devleti derinden etkilemistir. Bunlardan Tunus
ve Misir gibi bazilari gérece demokratik déniisiimlere ve Suriye ve Yemen
gibi bazilar ise, Uzlcu olarak, uzun slredir devam eden i¢ savaslara
surtklenmislerdir. Bugln artik kimse kiresel ve bolgesel glglerin bolge
capindaki jeopolitik paylagimindan ziyade donuUstirtcl bir glic olarak Arap
Bahari’nin normativitesinin devam eden bir slire¢ oldugundan bahsedemez.
Buginlerde, bdlgeye komsu ya da boélgede bulunan Ulkelerin hemen hemen
hepsi Arap Bahari’'nin Uretti§i meydan okumalardan olan DAES gibi yeni
tehdit tipleriyle miicadele etmeye cgalisiyor. Dahasi, israil gibi bdlgesel

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CONCEPTUALIZATION OF ISRAELI NATIONAL SECURITY
POLICY AFTER ARAB SPRING

Abstract: Arab Spring, as social uprising dominoes, has affected deeply
so many states through the Arabic geography up to now. Few have been
drawn to relatively democratic transformations like Tunis, Egypt and some,
regrettably, to long standing civil wars like Syria, Yemen etc. Today, one
cannot talk about an ongoing process of the Arab Spring’s normativity as a
transformative power in societies around rather a regionwide geopolitical
sharing by both global and regional powers. Nowadays, almost all of the
nearer countries surrounding the region or located within are trying to cope
with the challenges Arab Spring generated such as DAESH, new-born threat
types. Also, one of them as a regional ‘usual suspect like Israel has
generally viewed the developments as a bystander. However, this is not a
beneficial foreign policy behavior for such countries in the region whatever
they are. So, we need to conceptualize the reactions of Israel given to Arab
Spring products due to crystallize its current national security policy. To do
so, we have three main samples, Egyptian ‘revolution’ (and also counter-
revolution), Syrian Crises and Iranian ‘threat’.

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Oz: Asirlar boyunca dogrulugu ve hakikiligi sorgulanamaz ilahi bir kitap
olarak Bati diinyasini derin bir sekilde etkileyen Kitab-1 Mukaddes, 6zellikle
XVIIl. asirdan itibaren akilciigin ve bilimselligin Bati dinyasinda
yayginlagmasi neticesinde, objektif, rasyonel ve bilimsel prensipler isiginda
incelenmesi gereken bir kitap olarak goérilmeye baslanmistir. Kitab-i
Mukaddes’i olusturan eserler bu prensipler i1siginda tetkik edilmis ve bu
calismalar Batililarin Kitab-1 Mukaddes’e olan bakis acilarinda birtakim fikri
degisimlere yol agmistir. Neticede bu fikri degisimler, Kitab-1 Mukaddes
Elestirisi (Biblical Criticism) olarak nitelendirilen disiplinin ortaya g¢ikmasina
zemin hazirlamigtir.

Calismamiz, Kitdb-1 Mukaddes Elestirisi’nin ilk dncllerinden birisi olan,
Orta Cag’'da yasamis Yahudi bir heretik Hivi el-Belh’nin Tanah ve 6zellikle
de Tevrat hakkindaki elestirileri ve bunlara Rabbani Yahudilik kanadindan
Saadia Gaon tarafindan verilen yanitlar hakkindadir. Hivi, kendi dénemine
kadar neredeyse hicbir alimin alcak sesle dahi dillendiremedigi Tanahta
bulunan, izaha muhta¢c c¢esitli ifadeleri yiUksek sesle dile getiren ilk
arastirmacilardan olmasi nedeniyle 6nem kazanmigtir. Calismanin ilk
boélimiinde Hivi el-Belhi ve Saadia Gaon hakkinda bilgi verilmistir. ikinci
bélimde Hivi'nin 6zellikle Tevrat hakkinda ileri sirdugu elestirel noktalar ve
ondan kisa bir sliire sonra yasamis Saadia Gaon’un bu elestirilere verdigi
yanitlar ele alinmigtir. Calismanin son boéliminde ise Hivi’'nin bilgi
kaynaklarindan bahsedilmisgtir.

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A JEWISH HERETIC IN THE MEDIEVAL AGE: HIWI AL-BALKHI
AND CRITICISM OF THE TANAKH

Abstract: The Bible as an unquestionable book of its righteousness and
truth has profoundly influenced the Western world for centuries. It has begun
to be seen as a book that must be examined in the light of objective, rational
and scientific principles in consequence of the spread of wisdom and
science in the Western world since the XVIII century. The Bible was
examined in the light of these principles and these studies have led to some
intellectual exchanges in the eyes of the Western view of the Bible.
Eventually, these intellectual changes paved the way for the emergence of
the discipline of Biblical Criticism.

Our work is about the criticism of a Jewish heretic Hiwi al-Balkhi who
lived in the Middle Ages and is one of the first pioneers of the Biblical
Criticism on Tanakh and specially Torah. Also, the answers given by Saadia
Gaon from the wing of Rabbanic Judaism is discussed. Hiwi gained
importance because he was one of the first inquisitories who put into words
various points which require explanation in the Tanakh and up to his time
almost no scholar dared to declaim. In the first part of the work, information
about Hiwi al-Balkhi and Saadia Gaon was given. In the second part, the
critical points that Hiwi asserted particularly about the Torah and the
answers given on these criticism by Saadia Gaon who lived soon afterwards
were discussed. In the last part of the work, Hiwi's knowledge sources are
mentioned.

Birinci Uluslararast Israil Ve Yahudilik Calismalart Konferanst

MALHAMAT DANIEL
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Oz: "Malhamat Daniel" is the oldest malhama book in Islamic history, and
it concerns knowing the future events based on studying natural
phenomena. It was attributed to the Biblical Daniel, even though the book
was written hundreds of years after the time of Daniel. However, the reason
for such an attribution stems from the importance of this character in the
Judeo-Christian and Islamic religions, and also it stems from the connection
of his name with Babylon, astrology and prophecy. In this thesis, the printed
copy which | called "Najaf edition"-whose manuscript is not available- is
compared with three manuscripts. The comparison shows that the "Najaf
edition" is the closest to the original lost text, although the other three
manuscripts sometimes allow us to correct it. The original could have been
translated from the Syriac or Aramaic language. And the clear difference
between the Najaf edition and the three manuscripts explains the flexibility
and the ability of this text for changing and adapting in accordance with the
age and the environment to which it arrived. And it seems that there is a
relationship of this text with the ancient Babylonian Literature, for example
the phenomenon of starting the year with the month of Nisan. Because the
region of Babylon played a great role in traditions about Daniel, in the
process of tracing Daniel in Mesopotamia, we examine the shrines which
were associated with him, most of them in the Southern Irag. Comparing this
with what the old travelers mentioned regarding his tomb, we reach a rough
conjecture about the place in which the original text of the malhama could
have been written. And after this examination and comparison it seems likely
that the text behind the Najaf edition took its final shape in some place
between Basra and Ahwaz, at the hand of a Shi'ite man who lived in the
eleventh century. This study also tries to present every piece of information
about Daniel in the ancient Islamic sources, thus this thesis can be taken as
an introduction for any student who wants to study Daniel in Islamic History.

DANYAL'IN MELHAMESI

Abstract: Danyal'in Melhamesi, islam tarihindeki en eski melhame
kitabidir. Gelecekteki hadiselerin doga olgularinin incelenmesi temelinde
bilinmesiyle ilgili olan bu kitap, (gercekte onun yasadigi ddnemden yuzlerce
yil sonra yazilmis olmasina ragmen) Eski Ahit'teki sahislardan biri olan
Danyal'e nispet edilir. Bunun sebebi, Danyal'in Yahudi-Hristiyan ve islam
dinlerindeki 6neminin yani sira, isminin Babil, astroloji ve kehanetle baglantili
olmasidir. Bu c¢alismada Danyal'in Melhamesi'nin  (elyazmasina
ulasilamadig igin) "Necef baskisi" olarak adlandirdigimiz matbd metni g
elyazmasi ile kargilastinlmistir. Bu karsilastirma sonucunda Necef
baskisinin, incelenen dider u¢ elyazmasinin dizeltmeler getirmesine
ragmen, Aramice ya da Siryaniceden tercime edilmis olmasi mimkin
kayip asli metne en yakin nisha oldugu sonucuna ulasiimistir. Elyazmalari
arasinda tespit edilen birgcok farklilik, metnin yayildigi zaman ve boélgelere
gbre esnek, degistirme ve uyarlamalara agik oldugunu gdéstermektedir.
Gdrunuse gore metin eski Babil literaturlyle iligkilidir. Bu durum érnegin yilin
Nisan ayiyla baglatilmasi olgusunda gérilebilir. Babil'in Danyal hakkindaki
geleneklerde blyuk bir rol oynamasi nedeniyle, Danyal'in Mezopotamya'daki
izlerinin arastiriimasi surecinde, ona nispet edilen ve ¢ogu Guney lIrak'ta
bulunan turbeler ele alinmis, eski gezginlerin Danyal'in mezari hakkindaki
anlatilari temelinde melhamenin asil metninin yazilmisg olabilecedi bdlge
hakkinda vyaklagik bir tahminde bulunulmustur. Bu inceleme ve
karsilastirmadan sonra, Necef baskisinin temelinde yatan metnin son seklini
miladi 11. yuzyllda Basra ve Ahvaz arasindaki bir bdlgede yasamis bir
Sii'nin elinde almis olabilecedi sonucuna ulasiimistir. Calismada Danyal
hakkinda ilk isldam kaynaklarinda verilen bitiin bilgilerin sunulmasina
calisilmis, bdylece calismanin islam tarihinde Danyal konusunu incelemek
isteyecek dgrenciler icin bir giris niteligini tagimasi arzu edilmistir.

Ozet: israil ile Turkiye'nin iliskileri 1948 yilindan itibaren faydaci temellere
oturtulmus, her iki Ulkenin toplumsal dokusundan etkilenen ve lglnci bir
faktér olan Filistin meselesi odaginda sekillenen bir yapida suregelmistir.
Turkiye’'nin bati blogu ile iyi iligkiler tesis ettigi dénemlerde israil ile olan
iliskiler de pozitif bir korelasyon dogrultusunda seyrederken Turkiye’'nin
bélgesel ittifaklar ile dis politikay1 sekillendirdigi dénemlerde ise pek ¢ok
gelgite sahne olmustur. Israil agisindan; Ben Gurion’un gevreleme politikasi
kapsaminda vazgecilmez bir jeopolitik pozisyonda bulunan Turkiye ile olan
baglar hi¢c bir zaman tamamen kesilmemistir. Ortadodu Baris Sdrecinin
hakim oldugu 90’larda Tiurkiye-israil iligkileri en parlak giinlerini yasarken
2000’lerin hemen basinda ikinci intifada ve Filistin i¢ siyasetindeki Hamas’in
yukselisinden dolayr calkantili glnlere geri donmdastir. Mavi Marmara
baskini ile kesilme noktasina gelen siyasi iliskiler olayin Gstinden tam alti yil
gectikten sonra yeniden tesis edilmeye baglanmigtir. Bu kisacik girizgahta
bile stabil dénemlerin az olduguna degindigimiz Turkiye-israil iliskiler 2017
yilinin bahar aylarindan itibaren yeni bir tartisma konusunu ile kargi karsiya
kalmistir. Tirkiye ve israil'in ikinci balay diye tanimlanan uzlasma sirecini
israil tarafinca sorgulatan konular ise Tirkiye’'nin Filistin politikalarinda
kazandi§ etki alani, Arap niifus lzerinde yiikselen sempatisi ve Israil igin
her seyden daha énemli olan Kudis Uzerinde Turkiye'nin gorinurliginin
her gecen gun artmasi olmustur.

2005 yilindan itibaren TIKA ile bélgede Filistin 6zelinde galismalara
baslayan Turkiye, cok yonlu projeler ile yardim ve kultir faaliyetleri
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yuritmeye baslamistir. Sadece Bati Seria ve Gazze ile sinirli olmayan bu
calismalar zamanla KudUs igin de yayginlastiriimis ve sosyal dokusu kirilgan
olan bu kentte Arap nlfusun igerisinde popdulerlik kazanmistir. Buna ek
olarak, Turk dizi-film sektérinin Ortadogu’ya aciimasindan etkilenen
cografyada gorsel araglar sayesinde Turk dili bir cazibe unsuru olmus bu
konuda da Tdurkiye’nin Yunus Emre Enstitist egitim-kultur faaliyetlerini
yogunlastirarak bu avantaji korumayi basararak Turk dilini bir Avrupa dili
kadar, 6grenilmesi gerektigi dustnulen, bir seviyeye tasimistir.

Bu gelismeleri israil kamuoyu ve siyasetgileri yakin bir gecmiste
irdelemeye baslamis ve bu konu Tirkiye-israil iliskilerinin odak noktasina,
dzellikle israil siyasetindeki sag kesimin gabasiyla, oturtulmaya calisiimistir.
Likud yanlisi Israel HaYom gazetesinin 21 Haziran 2017 tarihinde mansetten
verdigi; ibranice olarak (nxan 7na |xImX viNT) ve ingilizce olarak Turkey aims
to tighten Muslim grip on Temple Mount" seklindeki iki ayri versiyonda
sundugu haber tartismanin fitili ateslenmis oldu. Likud milletvekili Yehuda
Glick ve Yahudi Evi Partisi milletvekili Shuli Maalem vermis olduklari meclis
soru énergeleri ile de “Kudis’teki Tirkiye”, israil giindemini epey mesgul
etmistir. Tlrkiye’nin etki alaninin israil hiikiimeti (iyelerince sorgulanabilecek
boyuta ulasmasi Turkiye’nin yuritmuis oldugu kamu diplomasisi ve yardim
faaliyetlerinin 6lgegdinin incelenmesini gerektiren bir arastirma konusu teskil
etmektedir. Akademik anlamda saha verileri ile yeni nesil diplomatik
yaklagimlarin degerlendiriimesi ekonomi, askeri kapasite ve yaptirim gibi
geleneksel gu¢ parametrelerinin de gecerliliklerini bir nebze olsun
sorgulanabilmesine yol agacaktir.

2000’li yilarla birlikte uluslararasi sistem gec¢mis yilzyilla gbére daha
karmasik bir sistematige blUrGnmustir. Uluslararasi hukuk teamullerinden
tutalim da hdkimet Gstli kurumlara kadar pek ¢ok olgu kiresellesmeden
nasibini fazlasiyla almigtir. Dinya’daki milletlerarasi nizamin 21.yazyil
itibariyle ulus-devlet o6lgedinden bireye dogru indirgenen iligkiler agiyla
Orulmesi ise Ulkeler arasi munasebetlerde hesap edilmesi gereken yeni
denklem elemanlari ortaya c¢ikarmigtir. Bu kiresel kdydeki x Ulke-y Ulke ya
da x ulkenin bireyi-y ulkenin bireyi etkilesiminin yani sira x Ulke ile y tlkenin
bireyi etkilesimininin dnemini her gegen giin daha ¢ok artmaktadir. Ulke ve
bir diger Ulkedeki toplumun tamamini, bir kismini ya da bireyleri hedefleyen
bu vyeni nesil diplomasi uygulamalarina “kamu diplomasisi” tabirini
kullanmaktayiz. Kamu diplomasisi kiresellesmekte olan dinyanin bir sonucu
olarak karsimiza ¢ikmakla birlikte 6zel ya da yari devlet yar 6zel filantropi
faaliyetlerinin sonucunda da daha uluslararasi hukukun temelleri atiimadan
evvel de karsimiza c¢ikmistir. 19.yuzyil Orta Dogu’sunda misyoner
hareketliliklerinin sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikan okul, basin-yayin faaliyetleri,
yetimhaneler ve hastaneler gibi kamu yararina galisan Avrupa-ABD menseili
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kurumlarin ortaya ¢gikmasi bu anlamda bizlere 1sik tutacak orneklerdendir.
Joseph Nye'in “Yumusak Gug¢” tabiri her ne kadar 20.yuzyihin son yilinda
gindeme gelen bir tanimalama olsa da Ulkelerin ekonomik yaptirrm ve
askeri gu¢ kullanmadan bir diger Ulke Gzerinde etkin bir politika izlemesini
saglayan yontemler ¢cok daha Oncelerine dayanmaktaydi. Unutulmamalidir
ki; ¢cok uluslu imparatorluklarin toplum yapisi ve sémirge konumundaki
dinyanin pek ¢ok cografyasi da bu etkilesime misaade eder nitelikteydi.
Ulus-devletlerin ortaya c¢ikmasi ile bu etki alanlari kayboldu ve gift kutuplu
dlzendeki bloklar arasi politik gegirgenligi saymazsak tek kutuplu dinya
dizenine geginceye dek toplumlar goéreceli olarak “kamu diplomasisi”
olgusuna kapali kaldilar.

Kamu diplomasisinin etkin bir sekilde uygulanmasi, bir Glkenin milli
populerligini ve milli karizmasini kullanarak bir baska Ulke Uzerindeki
toplumu mobilize edebilme kapasitesi ile dogru orantilidir. Gifford Malone’a
g6re kamu diplomasisinin temel prensibi olarak bir devlet kendi politikalarini
ya da toplumunu bir baska llkeye anlatmak ve benimsetmek igin farkli yollar
artyorsa bunu hedef toplumun tarihini, dilini, kulturinit ve psikolojisini
anlayarak yapmalidir. Bu anlamlandirmalar farkh din, dil, irk ya da kulttre
sahip topluluklar Uzerinde uygulamasi gug¢ politikalar olmakla birlikte bu
ozelliklerden ne kadar musterek olani bulunursa kamu diplomasisinin etkiligi
de o derece artmaktadir.

Bu bildiride incelenecek olan temel konu Turkiye'nin “kamu diplomasisi”
araclarini “Kudiis” 6zelinde nasil kullanabilme becerisine sahip oldugu ve bu
becerenin kultdr, dil, din ve toplum yapisi gibi d6delerden ne sekilde
etkilendigi meselesidir. Gerek ulus-devlet 6ncesi dénemdeki Osmanli
Suriye’sinde yer alan Filistin’e yOonelik Amerikan filantropi aktiviteleri gerek
ise Soguk Savas’in ardindan Kudus ve Bati Seria’ya yoénelik yirutilen insani
yardim  kampanyalari ve  pro-Filistin  politikalari géz  6nuUnde
bulundurdugumuzda Turkiye’'nin bu sahadaki aktif hareket kabiliyetini muadil
ornekler ile karsilastirimaya caligilacaktir. Tesis edildigi gunden itibaren
inigli-cikisli  bir grafik sergileyen Turkiye-israil iligkilerini géz 6nine
aldigimizda hali hazirda itilafli bir statiye sahip olan “Kudis meselesinin”
geleceginde Turkiye'nin roli de bu bildirideki veriler 1s1ginda bir nebze de
olsa netlik kazanabilecektir. Sorulmasi gereken doért ana soru ise Turkiye’nin
bdlgedeki etkinliginin boyutunu algilayabilmemizde bize yardimci olacaktir.
“Kudiis” 6zelinde; Filistinli Araplar, Kudiis’'te oturma izni olan Araplar ve israil
vatandasi Araplardaki Tlrkiye sempatisinin kaynagdi nedir ve bu popllariteye
hangi araclar vesile olmaktadir? Levant cografyasinda bilhassa Birinci
Dunya Savasi sirasinda ciddi bir Arap milliyetgiligi akimi oldugunu bilmemize
ragmen yine “Kudus” 6zelinde Osmanli imajinin ginden giine popllerlik
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kazanmasinin sebepleri nelerdir? Tlrkiye'nin filantropi sayesinde Kudus'teki
etkinlikleri Israil ile ikili iliskilerini ne derede etkilemektedir?

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NEW CHALLENGE IN TURKEY-ISRAEL RELATIONS: TURKEY’S
IMPACT OVER THE JERUSALEM

Abstract: The relationship between Turkey and Israel has been affected
two countries’ public sphere through the third party issue called Palestinian
guestion and rooted to the pragmatic basement since 1948. In the last
decade, after the Mavi Marmara crises, diplomatic activities had been frozen
mutually for six years. In these years two country tried to shape their
international policies in the Middle East without any cooperation from both
sides. According to some recent common interests such as energy politics
and security politics in the MENA region, Israel and Turkey have started to
reconciliation process to stabilize the ties regarding economic, politic and
security for one and half year. Furthermore, two states have avoided any
offensive speech against each other during the period. On the other hand,
two countries second honeymoon did not go further after the last summer.
Israel’s right-wing politicians and pro-government newspaper found brand-
new crises called “Turkey in Jerusalem.” Turkey’s public diplomacy
instruments and policies have been interrogated by the Israeli authorities.
Consequently, Turkey’s activities in the Jerusalem leaded new types of
diplomatic approaches and impact areas that need to be evaluated via
scientific parameters.

Methods: This article has been constructed on the validity of “public
diplomacy and “soft power” concept on the international relations and
according to this structure, it was written as a comprehensive respective
regarding the Israel's public opinion about Turkey’s asset in the Jerusalem.
The evaluation of material and moral spheres of interest, which are focal
point of the research, has made via Turkey’s and lsrael's primary media
agency publicans, which were starting in the late 2016, and TIKA data.
Turkey’s activities and its echos in the Israeli public opinion has examined
with academic and concrete point of view by investigating the some same
articles English and Hebrew versions separately.

1870'de italyan Cumhuriyet Ordusu tarafindan ortadan kaldirilan Papalik
Devletleri yerine 1929'da Lateran Anlagsmasiyla Vatikan Devletinin kurulmasi
ve 1948'de israil Devletinin kurulusu meseleyi sadece dini bir sorun
olmaktan c¢ikarip siyasi bir yén kazandirmigtir. Kilise bir taraftan
modernistlerle liberaller arasindaki ¢ekismeye sahne olurken bir yandan da
[I. Dlnya savasi esnasindaki Yahudi soykiriminin suglulari arasinda
gOsterilmektedir.  Yahudilerin ~ ¢ogu  tarafindan  soykirimin bas
sorumlularindan biri olarak goérilen XIl. Pius’un ardindan papa secilen ve
XXIIl. John adini alan Angelo G. Roncalli Kiliseyi modern dinya ile
baristirmak amaciyla Il. Vatikan Konsilini dizenlenmistir. Modernlesme
yolunda Kilise igerisinde bazilarinin “yetersiz” bazilarinin “fazla ileri gitmis bir
acilim” olarak nitelendirdigi Il. Vatikan Konsili teolojiden litlrjiye 6nemli
degisiklikler gerceklestirmistir. Konsilin gelenede nazaran gerceklestirdigi
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onemli degisikliklerden biri de diger dinlerle — 6zellikle de Yahudilerle -
iliskiler konusundadir.

Papa XXIII. John’un bu konuda goérev verdigi Kardinal Agustine Bea ve
arkadaslarinin dncelikle sadece Yahudilere ydnelik olarak tasarladiklari
konsil metni 6nemli bir direncgle karsilagsa da, Papa John ve sonra da halefi
VI. Paul’in destekleriyle, fakat kapsami genigletilip diger dinleri de igine
alacak bigcimde dizenlenerek Il. Vatikan Konsili belgeleri arasinda ilan
edilmistir. Nostra Aetate olarak bilinen bu belge resmiyette Kilisenin diger
dinlerle ilgili bildirisi ise de halen codu kez Kilisenin Yahudilerle ilgili
hazirladigi bir dokiiman olarak tartisiimaktadir. Nostra Aetate bazi Yahudiler
ve Katoliklerin isbirligi sayesinde birgok Katolik ve Yahudiye ragmen deklare
edilmis bir belgedir. Bununla birlikte Katolik-Yahudi iligkilerinde bir donim
noktasi teskil etmis ve sonraki sliregte —aradaki sorunlarin 6nemli bir kismi
halen devam etmekte ise de- en azindan Vatikan ve Israil devletlerinin
birbirlerini tanimasinin yolunu agan bir baglangi¢ olmustur.

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SECOND VATICAN COUNCIL AND CATHOLIC-JEWISH
RELATIONS

Abstract: When Christianity was originally a movement within Judaism, it
later became an independent religion; it can be said that in the historical
process, it showed a tendency from Judeo-Christianity to Heleno-Christianity
and gradually moved away from the Jewish origin. The traditional Christian
understanding not only saw Judaism as "old law" but also accused the Jews
as criminals, especially of the crucifixion of Jesus. According to the
traditional Christian view, which mainly based on Gospels, the Jews have to
be in a bad situation, even this is the will of God. In other words, the problem
between Christianity and Judaism is more theological and sacred textual
guestion than other conflicts between other religions’ believers. However,
from the standpoint of Orthodox, Catholic, and Protestant Christianity, it is
the Catholic Church which appears to be the most problematic with the
Jews. In addition to being an institution to which the majority of the Christian
population is affiliated, apart from the Orthodox and Protestant churches,
every continent is a stable and hierarchical institution; besides it must be an
effect of being present as a state at the same time as the history.

With the establishment of the State of Israel in 1948 and the
establishment of the Vatican State in 1929 by the Treaty of Lateran instead
of the Papal States which were abolished by the Italian Republic Army in
1870, the issue between Catholics and Jews gained a political direction. The
church was the scene of controversy between the modernists and the
liberals, it also accused being among the criminals of the Jewish genocide
during World War 1. Pope Pius Xl considered by most of the Jews as one of
the chiefs of the genocide. Angelo G. Roncalli who was chosen as pope and
took the name John XXIII after Pius, tried to reconcile the Church with the
modern world and organized the Second Vatican Council. On the way to
modernization some saw the council "inadequate” and some described it
“too modernizing”. The Second Vatican Council has made significant
changes from liturgy to theology. One of the important changes that the
council makes in comparison with the tradition is the relation with other
religions - especially with the Jews.

Pope XXIIl. John commissioned Cardinal Augustin Bea to deal with the
“Jewish question”. Bea and his colleagues firstly made a draft text for Jews
only. When this text meets resistance, other religions are included. With the
support of Pope John XXIIl and later Pope Paul VI this text has been
declared in the conciliar documents. This document, known as Nostra
Aetate, is officially “Declaration of the Church on the Relations with non-
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Christian Religions” but is often still discussed as “Church’s document on the
Jews”. Nostra Aetate is a documentary established despite by many Jews
and Catholics in cooperation with many Catholics and Jews. It has, however,
served as a turning point in Catholic-Jewish relations even if a considerable
part of the problems remain. At least in this process in 1994 the Vatican and
the Israeli states recognized each other.

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RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN JEWISH AND IRAQI KURDS

Abstract: The settlement of the Jews in the regions where the present
Kurds lived and the spread of Jewry in this area can be traced back to
ancient times. Due to the missionary activities of the rabbis, Judaism spread
rapidly among the local people in the region and was accepted by a wide
audience. The Jews in this region continued their existence until the
establishment of the State of Israel. It is possible to see that the Jewish
people in the region have about 3 thousand years. It is striking that many
communities in this region still maintain their assets, even though many
civilizations have been ruled and many civilizations have been demolished
and rebuilt.

In the course of the following centuries, in the Greek, Roman, Seljuk,
Sassanid administration, lraqi Jews have managed to protect their own
selves. In the New Age, close relations between Kurds and local Jews in
Iraq are said to have started with the placement of several Kurdish tribes in
the Khorasan region to protect the Iranian border, at the end of the 16th
century and the beginning of the 17th century.

After the conquest of Sultan Sileyman the Magnificent in 1534, after the
Iranian domination for a while, the situation of the Jews in the territory which
Ottoman re-dominated in 1638 and remained under Ottoman rule until 1917,
became stationary.

In the 18t World Zionist Congress gathered in 1897, Theodore Herzl, the
founder of Modern Zionism, pointed out the goal of "Nile to the Euphrates to
the State of Israel" and contacted the Kurds in this direction. Herzl believed
that the Kurds were very important and that communication should be
maintained. In the process that began in antiquity and resulted in the
placement of many Jews in the regions where the Kurds lived, the Jews
naturally communicated intensively with the peoples of the region. At this
point, it is probable that they have also communicated with the Kurds
resident in the region. In this process, it is also expressed that Jewish people
have spread among the people of the region. It is also possible to say that,
in the course of history, many people are mixed and assimilated.

As many similar ethnic groups are thought to have experienced similar
developments, it is possible to mention Kurds became Jewish as well as
Jews became Kurdish. In this paper it will be narrated the Iragi Kurds’
relation with the Jews from the historical point of view.

Genigletilmis Oz: Calismamizin ana hedefi Tevrat (Tora), Inciller ve
Kuran’in ayetler 1siginda ¢atisma ve ¢6ziime bakisinin incelenmesi ve din
kaynakli oldugu iddia edilen catismalarin arkasinda bu metinlerin olup
olmadiginin arastiriimasidir. Bizim hipotezimiz; Yaraticinin peygamberleri
vasitasiyla insanhga gonderdidi ilahi vahiylerin esasen g¢atisma sebebi
olmayacaklari ancak insanlar arasi yasanan ihtilaflarin ¢éziimiinde bir yol
gOsterici olabilecekleridir. Bu hipotezin kanitlanabilmesi igin her ¢ dininde
kendi inananlari tarafindan asli kaynak olarak kabul edilen metinleri
inceledik.

Calismada konu edilen ilk kutsal metin Tevrat (Tora)’dir. Tevrat'in ilk bes
kitabl calismaya konu edilmigtir. Tevrat'ta catisma sebebi olarak gorilen
birincil sebep; Tanr’nin buyruklarina kargi gelmedir. Her ne kadar alintilanan
maddelerde israilogullari ile gatigan halklar arasindaki gatisma sebebi olarak
Tanr’nin  bu topraklari israilogullarina vadetmis olmasi yéniindeki
buyrugumuymus gibi goériinse de Tevrat'in Yasanin Tekrari kitabinin 9.
Bolim 4 ve 5 nolu hikimlerinde durum bizzat Rab tarafindan agikhda
kavusturulur. Bu hilkme gére; Rab Israilogullarinin dogrulugu yiiziinden bu
tlkeleri miilk edinsinler diye israilogullarina vermez. Bu uluslari bizzat kendi
yaptiklar  “kétulikler”  yizinden israilogullarinin - éniinden  kovar.
israilogullarinin  erdemi, dogrulugu degil diger halklarin bir gok Tevrat
pasajinda aciklandigi Uzere; baska tanrilara tapmalari, baska tanrilar adina
mabetler inga etmeleri, kurban kesmeleri adakta bulunmalari, diger bir ifade
ile tek tanri Rab disinda kendilerine tanrilar edinmis olmalaridir. Dolayisiyla
israilogullarinin  segilmisliginden ziyade diger halklarin Tevrat ifadesiyle
kendi yapmis olduklari koétuliklerdir savasin, anlasmazhdin ve gatismanin
nedenleri.

Tevrat'taki ¢6zim onerilerinden bahsedebilmek icin 6ncelikle Tevrat'in
indigi zamandaki baris algisi konusuna bir aciklik getirmek sarttir. Tevrat'ta
bir kente saldiriimadan 6nce baris dnerilmesi emredilmistir. Ancak baris ile

eylemlerinde Tanrr’y1 ne kadar iyi 6rnek alabilmesine baglanir.

inciller; 6gutledikleri barisgil dnerilerin hayata gegirilmesi icin izlenecek
uygun yontemi de gOstermektedir. Catisma halinde 6ncelikle; bizzat taraflar
arasinda dogrudan iletisim, ¢O6zime ulagilamamasi halinde taniklar ve
arabuluculuk yoéntemlerinin kullaniimasi, halen ¢atismanin devami halinde
toplulugun yargisi ve bunun da ¢dézimi getirmemesi halinde nihai yarginin
Tanrr’ya birakilmasi 6nerilmektedir. Catismanin sona erdirilmesi yéninde

Kendini mudafaa niteligindeki
savasma; baski ve zulmin ortadan kalkmasina kadar devam edilmesi
sartina baglanmis ve kargi taraf¢ca vazgecilmesi halinde zulim yapanlar
disindakilere kargi dismanliklarin sona erdirilmesi emredilmistir.

Meymun’a ait Delaletu’l-hairin adli eser Ibranice harfler ile
Arap dilinde yazilimistir. Eser ilk olarak 1866 yilinda Solomon Munk
tarafindan nesredilmis, daha sonra bu baski gézden gecirilerek 1929 yilinda
Telaviv’'de yeniden nesredilmisti. Munk’un nesri orijinalinde oldugu gibi
ibranice harfler iledir. Eserin Arapca harflere cevrilmis bir yazma niishasi
Suleymaniye kitlphanesi Carullah koleksiyonunda (no: 1279) vyer
almaktadir. Hiseyin Atay, Munk’'un 1929 yilindaki baskisina dayanarak ve
Carullah nushasi ile karsilastirarak eseri Arapga harflerle 1974 yilinda
nesretmistir.

Atay’in nesrinde birgok hata bulunmakta olup bunlari dért ana baslk
altinda toplamak mumkindur. Birinci hata, anlami dodrudan degistiren ¢ok
sayida yanhs yazilmis kelimelerdir. Ikincisi, eksik yazilan kelime ve
cumlelerdir. Uglinctsti  clmlenin  bélinmesi ve devaminin paragraf
yapilmasidir.

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A REVIEW ON ARABIC EDITIONS OF MAIMONIDES'S DALALAT
AL-HAIRIN

Abstract: Maimonides’ Dalalat al-hairin (The Guide of the Perplexed) is
written in Arabic language in Hebrew letters (Judeo-Arabic). The work was
first published by Solomon Munk in 1866, then revised and re-published in
Telaviv in 1929. Munk's edition is in Hebrew letters as it was in the original.
There is a manuscript as Arabic letters in the Carullah (no: 1279) collection
of the Sileymaniye Library. Hiiseyin Atay published his edition in Arabic
letters in 1974, based on Munk's edition in 1929 and comparing with the
manuscript in Carullah collection.

There are a lot of mistakes in Atay's edition and these mistakes can be
categorized under four main parts. The first one is that there are a lot of
misspelled words and mistakes which change the meaning of sentences in
this edition. Secondly there are missing words, sentences, and lines. The
third is to divide the sentences which continue and make the part of these
sentences a new sentences or paragraphs. The fourth is that Hebrew words
translated into Arabic incorrectly.

The new edition of Dalélat al-héirin was republished in 2007 by Ahmad
Farid al-Mazidi in Beirut. However, this is a duplication of Atay's edition
without a footnote. In this addition to repeating all the mistakes in the Atay’s
edition, there are some new mistakes that are not found in the Atay’s edition.
Besides to the mistakes in the Atay’s edition, there are some chapters have
ignored/rule out in Farid’s edition.

Consequently, it is necessary to make a new edition Maimonides’s -who
is an eminent thinker in the Jews thought- Dalalat al-hairin.

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THE ATTEMPT TO RECONCILE JUDAISM AND ARISTOTELIAN
PHILOSOPHY A REVIEW ON THE IDEA OF MAIMONIDES

Abstract: Is there any conflict between religion and philosophy? This
guestion we have expressed has occupied many thinkers who believe in a
religion. Many thinkers like Philon, Origen, al-Kindi, al-Farabi, lbn Sina
(Avicenna) and Ibn Rushd (Averroes) have been trying to show that there is
no conflict between philosophy and religion. In doing so they aimed the
following purposes: a) to show that there is no contradiction among the
things that religion tells us and the results of the philosophical method, on
the contrary there are a harmony between them; b) to answer those who
oppose philosophy and c¢) to prove that some religious beliefs such as
revelation and prophecy are rational and can be proved through reason. For
these purposes, when they encounter that there is a conflict between
religion and philosophy, they adopted to gloss the religious texts.

Maimonides, a Jewish thinker who is raised in a Muslim geography,
undertakes a similar mission and is trying to reconcile Jewish religion with
Aristotelian philosophy, based on the views of thinkers such as al-Kindi, al-
Farabi, Avicenna and (Averroes). In this study, we will consider the question
of how Maimonides reconciled Jewish religion with the Aristotelian
philosophy and his attempt.

Oz: Israil tarih miifredatinda 1870-1920 yillari bash basina kimi derslerin
ve ders kitaplarinin konusunu da olusturan kilit bir dénem niteligi tasir.
Siyonizm'’in ortaya cikisi, Filistin’e ilk iki bUyUk Yahudi gogu dalgasi (Aliya),
Balfour Deklarasyonu ve Filistin’in Osmanli imparatorlugu'ndan kopmasi,
nihayet ingiliz mandasinin kurulmasi gibi son derece kritik geligmelerin
yasandigi bu periyod, geyrek yiizyil kadar sonra israil'in kurulmasina giden
yolda énemli bir asama teskil etmistir. Gerek Filistin’deki Yahudi yerlesiminin

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ISRAELI HISTORY TEXTBOOKS’ (1948-2014) VIEW OF THE
OTTOMAN-JEWISH RELATIONS IN THE LAST DECADES
PRECEDING THE END OF OTTOMAN RULE IN PALESTINE

Abstract: In lIsraeli history curriculum, the timespan 1870-1920
constitutes a key period, with entire textbooks dedicated to it. This epoch,
which witnessed such critical developments as the emergence of Zionism,
the first two Aliyahs, the Balfour Declaration, the split of Palestine from the
Ottoman territories, and the establishment of the British Mandate, proved a
milestone on the path leading to the establishment of Israel three decades
later. The textbooks considering this period dwell at length on the Ottoman
authorities’ relations with the existing and new Jewish settlers in Palestine,
as well as with Herzl and other Zionist leaders. In this context, the present
study aims to investigate how the Israeli history textbooks used in state
schools reflect the policies adopted by the Ottoman authorities toward the
Zionist leaders as well as the Jewish settlers in Palestine at a time when the
region was still under Ottoman rule. The results of this research will help
grasp the role that the prevailing historical narrative in Israel attributes to the
Ottomans in the process leading up to the Declaration of Independence, as
well as the Ottoman image reflected in the books in general. In the context of
the research, content analysis is used to investigate how Israeli history
textbooks published since 1948 have treated the Ottoman administration’s
relations with the Yishuv and the Zionists in the period from the beginning of
the First Aliyah in 1882 to the loss of entire Palestine by the Ottomans in
1918. The findings indicate that the role attributed to the Ottomans in the
books’ narrative is not a positive one. The textbooks, in legitimating the
separation of Palestine from the Empire and the Zionists’ contribution to the
British war effort, chiefly point to the policies of the Committee of Union and
Progress and its governor Jamal Pasha, which are asserted to be over
centralistic, ethnocentric, based on a deep suspicion against non-Turks, and
occasionally resorting to collective punishment. On the other hand, in
relating Abdulhamid II's rejection of Herzl's request to permit large-scale
Jewish settlement in Palestine and the Ottoman administration’s efforts to
prevent Jewish immigration, the books dwell at length on their concern that
another non-Muslim majority would emerge and demand autonomy as in the
Balkans, and give it to understand that these concerns were not entirely
unjustified. As for the support given by the Nili espionage network and the
Hebrew Battalions to the British army against the Ottomans, it is considered
in hindsight to have been the right choice to make, even though contrary to
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the general tendency of the Yishuv.

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NATION AND STATE BUILDING IN ISRAEL (1948-1967) AND
TURKEY (1923-1946): A COMPARATIVE ASSESSMENT

Abstract: The intention in this study is to make a comparison of the
relationship between the state, religion and nationalism in the State of Israel
and the Republic of Turkey during their state-building processes. Existing
literature analyzing the relationship between the state and religion in Israel
and Turkey reveals that both have been conceived as secular, democratic,
modern states, and Israel can be put forward as exceptional case in the
Middle East. That said, there is a need to include the issue of secularism in
the national, historical contexts of both states to gain a better understanding
of the issue. To this end, this study delineates the similar and different paths
followed by the State of Israel and the Republic of Turkey concerning their
experiences with secularism, and argues that, contrary to general
assumptions that emphasize their uniqueness in the region; the two share
various similarities and indeed are not unique. It has been argued further
that religion was neglected by the state elite during the construction of a
national identity in both countries. This study seeks to challenge this bias by
making a comparative historical, constitutional and institutional analysis of
the relationship between the state and religion in the State of Israel and the
Republic of Turkey, and argues that although the state elite in both countries
started out as secular, relied on religion to define the boundaries of the
national identity during the state-building period.

Oz: srail-Arap ihtilafinin en ®nemli boyutunu olusturan Filistin
meselesinin ¢dziilmesine ydnelik ciddi adimlar isci Partisinin iktidarda
bulundugu 1992-1996 yillari arasinda atilmistir. Norveg¢'in baskenti Oslo’da
dnce gayri resmi ve gizli olarak baslayan goriismeler, israil ile FKO arasinda

OPPOSITION TO THE MIDDLE EAST PEACE PROCESS:
DISCOURSE AND ACTIVITIES OF THE EXTREME RIGHT IN
ISRAEL BETWEEN 1992-1996

Abstract: The Israeli Labor Party, during its years in power between
1992-1996, has undertaken major steps in the resolution of the Palestine
Question which constitutes the most significant dimension of the Arab-Israeli
conflict. The unofficial and secret negotiations between Israel and the PLO,
which have started in Oslo, the capital of Norway, culminated in the signing
of the Declaration of Principles in September 1993 and the establishment of
the Palestinian National Authority in Gaza and Jericho in 1994. Extending its
authority to other Palestinian cities during this time, the Palestinian
leadership including Yasser Arafat have returned to Palestinian territories
and started building the first semblance of the state they wanted to establish.
At the same time, there has been opposition to the Middle East peace
process coming from both sides. Hamas (Islamic Resistance Movement)
among Palestinians and Likud and other right parties among Israelis have
expressed their resistance to the agreement with their discourses and
deeds. This study analyzes the discourse and actions of the Israeli
opposition. In this context, the slogans and placards at the political
demonstrations and settlers and rabbis in the occupied territories had a
major role in the demonization of the Israeli prime minister Yitzhak Rabin.
Particularly, the Israeli right have successfully weakened the legitimacy of
the leader of the Labor Party (Rabin) and his policies by using religious and
ideological rhetoric. The opposition in question have resisted the evacuation
of the Palestinian territories by calling it treason against the homeland.
Consequently, with the amalgamation of religion with extreme nationalism a
highly vitriolic political climate emerged and as a result of the destruction of
mutual trust on both sides, the peace process has been severely damaged
later to fully collapse. In this presentation, the deep impact of the Israeli
political right on this result will be explained by explicating their actions and
discourses revealing their worldview and conception of national identity.

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LOVE TO ZION AND ZIONISM FROM ANCIENT TIMES TO THE
MODERN ERA

Abstract: Historical background, conditions, necessities and other
factors should be taken into consideration for investigation of any political
movement. From this viewpoint, it is not possible to understand roots and
sources of Zionism without researching these factors that played an
important role in the emergence of Zionism.

Actually, Zionism or with its earlier name, Love to Zion have become a

political movement just in last 150 years. Thus, after Jews were deported
from or left the Land of Israel approximately 2000 years ago, Love to Zion
was the primary ideology that prevented Jews from losing their religions
identity and that linked them to the land of forefathers. Mount Zion was the
symbol of love and longing to the promised land.
In order to understand the historical, political and socio-cultural conditions
that played an important role in the formation of Israel that is one of the most
important states in the Middle East, it is necessary to research the Jewish-
Zionist movements that established the very first modern Jewish settlements
in today's Israel and to analyze the factors as a result of which these
movements emerged. Besides, researching all these, we should pay special
attention to countries, where Jews lived in a considerable amount in last two
centuries, among which European countries come into prominence with all
their ideological, social and political changes and innovations.

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A BRIEF OVERVIEW OF KIBBUTZ'S EFFECTS ON ISRAEL
POLITICS

Abstract: Israel has a highly politicized community. The Jewish
settlements had been created in Palestine since the end of 19th century
splitted in two: religious and secular ones. The Jews, who are with
predominantly Ashkenazi and have secular ideas, established a settlement
system named Kibbutz, which combines Zionism with socialism spreading in
Europe at that time, giving priority to communal life based on agriculture.
Kibbutz, who also emerged as a form of thought, produced important
political figures in the politicized Israeli society. These figures, called
Kibbutznik politicians, dominated Israeli politics until the elections of May
1977 under the Labour Party and its variants. With the popularity of the right
views both in the world and in Israel, the kibbutz system first began to
weaken, after which the kibbutznik politicians went into a trend of losing
power. The strengthening of center-right parties and religious parties since
the 1980s, and the fact that the kibbutznik politicians are front-line in
Palestinian-Israeli peace talks, which the Israelis hardly support, has led to
the gradual weakening of kibbutznik political parties and figures in Israeli
politics. Today, there are almost no Kibbutznik politicians in Israeli politics
and parliament. It is possible to say that the number of politicians who drive
kibbutz ideas is low. In this short study, a brief history of the kibbutz system,
its influence on Israeli politics, rise and decline are discussed. Moreover, the
claims that focuses on that Israel is being allegedly pursuing more radical
policies because of the lack of kibbutznik politicians today are handled.

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THE EVALUATION OF THE PALESTINE-ISRAEL CONFLICT
WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF GERMANY-ISRAEL RELATIONS
A Policy Analysis Experiment in the "Conflict" Terminology

Abstract: Palestinian-Israeli conflict, which is the longest, complicated
and multi-dimensional form of conflict handed over from the 20th century to
the 21st century, will be examined under the influence of the German-Israeli
relations, which is a more special and complicated relationship. After the
theoretical analysis of the concept of conflict, factors that constitute the
dynamic of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict will be revealed. In this conflict,
answers will be sought to the question as to the extent of the possibility of
peace, and how the possibility of conflict in the context of Germany-Israel
relations is possible. Especially how Germany's historical obligation reflects
its relations with Israel.

German-Israeli relations have a special character in German foreign
policy. This situation is felt in every direction in the Palestinian-Israeli
conflict. This relationship restricts German maneuverability in the area of
foreign policy. The expectation that Germany can take a neutral and
objective stance in the Israeli-Palestinian conflict and that it can produce
policy in this direction does not seem possible under the current conditions
and in the form of conjunctural relations established. This closeness with
Israel does not mean that Germany is indifferent to Palestine and Palestinian
issues. What is meant here is that when it is necessary to take a position in
a conflict, Germany prefers to be with the Israeli state in today's conditions.

How much should the Germans feel about today's historic responsibility
which has damaged the position of neutrality in the Palestinian-Israeli
conflict, Germans do not feel any more responsibility for from time-lapse
genocide. Despite the dissatisfaction of the German community, the German
government has not been able to attempt to step back in its special
relationship with Israel. German politicians clearly see their relations with
Israel as a vital status in foreign policy classification. In the present situation,
it seems that there is no motivation to end this special relationship form in
Israel. While Israeli support seems so public, German public statements
openly allow the interpretation that this particular form of relationship may be
fragile, potentially evolving beyond certain predictions. Every day there is an
increase in the number of Germans who are disturbed by the special
relationship between these two states. Now the Germans do not want to
carry the burden of Israel's security concerns.

Through these articles and news, this paper will look at the social
and economic problems of the Jewish community in Turkey in one hand, and
examine the perception of the journal regarding the foundation of Israel and
Palestine issue on the other. Furthermore, it will investigate the publishing
strategies of La Boz de Turkiye, a journal operated in an insecure
atmosphere created by campaigns such as Citizen, Speak Turkish! and
violent movements such as Thrace Incidents, and still managed to publish
articles on delicate subjects like Zionism. In brief, this article will interpret the
intellectual process of the Jewish community in Turkey, which was
experiencing a dynamic period led to the establishment of the state of Israel
at the time, through the products offered by the community itself.

JEWISH RELIGIOUS CLOTHING IN THE OLD TESTAMENT

The purpose of this research: is to identify the parts of the religious
clothing of the priests, as stated in the Torah. Where the clothing of the
priests varies according to their religious level. In my research, i referred to
the verses that were mentioned in the Torah and were based on the making
of the garments of the priests.

The approach | followed in this research: | tried to extract the verses
from the Torah which were adopted to choose the clothing of the priests.
After that, i explained the differences between the clothing of the priests
according to their academic degrees and the days in which they wear these
clothes. Finally, i referred to the recently launched initiative to revive the
wearing of these garments by priests.

Abstract

Jewish religious clothes are the garments that priest must wear at the
time of work in the tabernacle and in the Temple of Solomon. The wearing of
these clothes during ceremonies is a pride and honor. The task of preparing
this garment according to the Torah was given to the artists (Bezalel Ben
Uri) and (Oholiab ben Ahisamakh), they are also experts in the work the tent
and its utensils. The priest who offers the offerings must have a clean and
impeccable garment. The clothes of the high priest differ from those of the
ordinary priest.

Clothing of the ordinary priest

1- The tunic (a jacket): is a long dress, woven from white linen cloth,
worn by the priests in the temple, and is one of the four garments that worn
by each priest (ordinary and high priest). This tunic covers the priest's body
from the shoulders to the bones of the ankles, to fit the measurements of the
body of the priest accurately, the robe has sleeves that cover the arms to the
palm rest. The way of wearing religious clothing is: at first the pants, then
The tunic, then the hat and finally the belt.

2-The belt : is a cloth belt. It was wrapped around the dress to the rib
cage.
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- The belt of the high priest: There are three types of belts in the
Jewish religious clothing: The belt of the high priest who wears it throughout
the year, and the belt of the high priest who wears it on the Day of
Atonement, and the ordinary priest's belt.

- The belt of the ordinary priest: The scholars of the Talmud differed
concerning the belt of the ordinary priest, in the case of the similarity of the
belt of the ordinary priest to the belt of the high priest who wears it
throughout the year or in the Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur). The (Halacha)
determined that the belt of the ordinary priest should be made as the belt of
the high priest who wears it throughout the year.

3- The pants: Were made of white linen, and one of the necessary
clothes is to conceal the defect, and be short to the knees.

4- The hat: A strip of cloth. It is folded in a narrow conical shape from the
top and the bottom down. There is a button on the front of the hat.

Clothes of the High Priest

The high priest was to wear eight garments. The four garments of the
ordinary priest were a hat, a belt, pants and a tunic, in addition to these four
garments he wears: a breastplate, an ephod (an apron-like garment), a robe,
and a tsits (golden forehead plate).

The turban: I's resembling an ordinary priest's hat, with a slight
difference — which is that the turban is wrapped at the base of the head size
and the upper part is flat.

The ephod (an apron-like garment): It is a long dress without sleeves
dress.

The robe: It is a long dress. The coat is tied to the priest's body by the
belt. On the shoulders are two stones of the Yemenite agate engraved with
the names of the tribes of Israel.

The breastplate: It's wrapped twice to form a square pocket, inside it
there is a piece of paper with the word of God written on it, and has a golden
frame containing 12 precious stones, and on each of these stones the name
of each tribe of Israel was engraved. The stones were arranged in four
columns.

The tsits (golden forehead plate): A plate of gold, engraved with the
words (sanctification of the Lord), a word of sanctification written in the lower
half of the plate, the word of the Lord written in a large font at the top of the
plate. The tsits is tied to the head of the high priest with three threads of
colored wool in blue, two threads are attached from both sides of the head
and the third thread over the turban.

In conclusion, the Jews showed great importance in re-establishing the
religious clothing worn by the priests. At present, the Temple Institute is
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working on the preparation of the Third Temple and renewal of the work
offerings and preparing all required clothing for all priests. However, in order
to fully operate the Solomon’s Temple, hundreds and even thousands of
golden wreaths are needed for religious clothing. Therefore, the institution
started to go to all the priests to get their religious clothes, to sew them
according to their measurements. Today, dozens of priests have responded
to this appeal.

Son olarak, bu giysilerin Tapinak Enstitlsi
tarafindan yeniden canlandiriimasi igin son zamanlarda baglatilan girisim
Uzerine degindim.

Yahudi dini kiyafetler, rahiplerin ¢adirda ve Sileyman Tapinagi'nda
calisirken giymeleri gereken giysilerdir. Torenler sirasinda bu giysilerin
giyilmesi bir gurur ve onurdur. Bu giysileri Tevrat'a gore hazirlama gorevi,
(Bezalel Ben Uri) ve (Oholiab ben Ahisamakh) adli Gnli sanatgilara verildi;
onlar ayrica ¢adir ve gadirin diregi yapiminda uzman kisilerdir. Kurbanlari
sunan rahibin temiz ve kusursuz bir kiyafete sahip olmasi gerekir. Buyuk
rahibin kiyafetleri siradan rahibin giysilerinden farklidir.

Siradan rahiplerin kiyafetleri su parcalardan olusur:

1. Entari: Tapinakta giyilen, beyaz keten kumastan dokunan uzun
elbisedir. Siradan rahibin giydigi dort parcadan olugan kiyafetinin bir
tanesidir. Bu entari, rahip vicudunun tam olc¢llerine goére yapilip
omuzundan ayak bileklerine kadar 6rter. Bir de entarinin uzun kollari
da vardir. Rahip kiyafeti giyme usullu soyledir: ilk basta pantolon,
ondan sonra entari, sarik ve en son kusagi baglar.

2. Kusak: kumastan dokunmus, belden gogis kafesine kadar
baglanir.

Biiyuk rahibin kusagi: Yahudi dini kiyafette U¢ ¢esit kusak vardir: Buyuk

rahibin her gin ve Tévbe gininde (Yom Kippur) giydigi kusak, bir de
siradan rahibin giydigi kusaktir.
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Siradan rahibin kusagi: Telmud bilginleri, siradan rahibin kusaginin,
buyuk rahibin her gin veya ToOvbe glninde (Yom Kippur) bagladigi
kusagina benzer olup olmamasi hakkinda farkh fikirlerde idiler. (Halakha)
ise, siradan rahibin kugagdinin, Buyuk rahibin her gin bagladigi kusagina
benzer olmasini belirledi.

3- Pantolon: dize kadar kisa ve ketenden dokunmustur.

4- Kiilah: Serit seklinde keten kumastir. Kilah seklinde basa sarilir.
Kllahin 6n cephesinde digmeye benzer bir sey takilir.

Biyiik rahibin kiyafetleri: Bilylk rahip, siradan rahibin giydigi kiyafete
ilaveten sunlar eklenir:

- Sarik: siradan rahibin kilahina benzer ancak tepe kismi sivri
degildir.

- Giysi: kolsuz uzun elbisedir.

- Ciibbe: uzun elbisedir. Rahibin vicuduna kugsak vasitasiyla
baglanir. Omuzda ise (izerine Israil'in kabilelerinin adlar
yazilmis iki tane Yemen Akik tasi vardir.

- Yelek: iki kez sarilip kare cep seklini alir. iginde, lizerine Allah
ismi yazilmis bir kagit parcasi konur. Yelegin 12 degerli tas
iceren altin bir cergevesi vardir. Her tas (zerine Israil'in on iki
oglundan birer tanesinin ismi yazilmistir. Bu taslar 4 situnda

Elohist (E) metinlerinin MO. 750 dolaylarinda yazildigi tahmin edilmektedir.
Babil slrgini dénemi ve sonrasinda yazildi§i disdnilen Ruhbani (P)
metinler ve dini konulari igeren MO. 7. ylzyila tarihlendirilen Tesniye (D)
metinleri ile Eski Ahit tamamlanmistir. Babil kaltiri ve tarih yazimi etkisi
altinda kaydedilen israil halkinin kutsal kitabi, arkeoloji biliminin giin yiiziine
cikardidi eserler dogrultusunda Babil ve Asur kdkenli kaynaklarla baglantil
bilgiler vermeye baslayinca, bilim insanlarinin israil tarihini aydinlatmadaki
araclari cesitlenmistir.

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ISRAEL AND JUDAH KINGDOMS IN IRON AGE WRITTEN AND
ARCHAEOLOGICAL RESOURCES

Abstract: Until the historical importance of the artifacts of archeology
came to light, the only source of Ancient Israel's history was the Old
Testament. It is generally accepted that the Old Testament was written by
the exiles, after the kingdom of Judah was reigned in 586 BC. by Babylonian
king Nebuchadnezzar 1. While the Old Testament reveals the historical
memory of the people of Israel, the difference between the terms used by
the writers while recording this memory has led to anachronism. This
situation, which emerged in the OIld Testament, has been studied by
scientists under the name "Four-Source Theory". According to the theory,
Yahwist (J) texts are the oldest of the texts and they are about a part of the
Genesis and Exodus. Elohist (E) texts are estimated to be written around
750 BC. Priestly (P) texts contains religious subjects and it is thought to
have been written in Babylonian exile period and afterwards. And
Deuteronomist (D) texts are dated to the 7th century BC. After the artifacts of
archeology came to light which are related to Babylonian and Assyrian
empires, the materials of scientists illuminating Israel's history have been
diversified. By this diversity the books of Kings and Chronicles gave
synchronized information with Babylonian, Assyrian and Persian histories.
Our purpose in this study is to introduce Tel Dan Stela, Mesha Stela, Kurkh
Monolith, Black Obelisk, Tel el Rimah Stela, Lachish Siege Rugs, Siloam
Tunnel Inscription, building remains which are thought to be used as
warehouses associated with the King Solomon period and Assyrian and
Babylonian Kings Inscriptions about the expeditions on the kingdoms of
Israel and Judah that enlightened the Israel and Judah Kingdoms History.

TOPRAKLARA DONUS INANCI
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Oz: Aydinlanma ve Fransiz Devrimi’nin yaydigi disiinceler Avrupa’daki
Yahudilerin yasaminda buyuk degisiklikler meydana getirmis, onlara
vatandaslik gibi 6nemli haklar kazandirmis ve bu durum Yahudileri ilk kez
vatandasi olduklari ulusun bir parcasi olarak gérmeye itmistir. 18. Yuzyilda
Almanya’da dogan, kisa sirede Avrupa Ulkelerine yayillan ve Amerika'da
biylk bir gelisme kaydeden Reform Yahudiligi, geleneksel dini yapiyi
degistirmek suretiyle modern Avrupa’ya uyumlu bir Yahudilik anlayisi
olusturmaya cgalismistir. Hareket ilk etapta, ulusal kimligi vurgulayan dini
uygulama ve soylemlere yonelik reformlarin Uzerinde hassasiyetle durmus
ve Yahudiligi ulusal kimlikten yoksun sadece bir dini inan¢ olarak
tanimlamistir. Dua dili olarak Ibranicenin kullaniminin reddediimesi, Mesih,
Kutsal Topraklara donls, surgin ve segilmis millet sdylemlerinin tekrar
yorumlanmasi ve sabat'in cumartesiden pazara alinmasi gibi reformlar bu
baglamda dusunilmelidir. Buna goére, reformcu Yahudilerin yaptiklari dil
reformu kendi kimliklerini geride birakarak, Alman ulusunun kimligini ve
kiltirdnd kabul ettiklerinin bir gostergesiydi. Alman ulusunu benimsemis
Yahudiler igin, gelecekte bir “Yahudi Devleti” kurulmasini imit etmek, Yahudi
irkinin diger irklardan Ustin oldugunu kabul etmek artik olanaksizdi. Bu
sebeple geleneksel sdylemler ve bunlarin Gzerine kurulmus olan dini ritGeller
reformcu Yahudilerce anlamini yitirmis oldu. Reform hareketinin ideolojisini
ortaya koyan Pittsburgh Platformu net bir sekilde geleneksel Yahudi
inancinin temelini olusturan Kutsal topraklara dénme ve Mesih inancini
reddetmis, Yahudilerin irksal, ulusal kimligini dislayarak “Yahudilik’ten
kastedilenin sadece dini inan¢ oldugunu belirtmigtir.

Ancak 1885 Pittsburgh Platformu’ndan 1937 Columbus Platformu’na
kadar gecen sure zarfinda Avrupa ve Ozellikle de Rusya’da yasanan
olumsuz olaylar buradaki Yahudilerin Amerika’'ya go¢ etmesine neden
olmustur. Bu asamadan sonra Amerika, Yahudilerin ulusal kimliklerini agikca
ifade edebildikleri bir ortam haline gelmis, Avrupa’da ulusal degerlere saldiri,
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Amerika’da Yahudileri ulusal degerlerine sahip ¢ikmaya itmistir. Yeni gelen
“‘dogdulu” Yahudilerin etkisiyle, reformun reddettigi ulusal degerler yeniden
6nem kazanmaya bagslarken, reform hareketi ideolojik anlamda guven
kaybetmeye baslamistir. Bu durumda Reform hareketi Siyonist fikirlere karsi
gelmek yerine geleneksel gizgiye yaklagsmayi tercih ederek, ulusal degerleri
ve kutsal topraklara doénus fikrini savunan 1937 Columbus Platformunu
ortaya c¢ikartmistir. Calisma reformcu Yahudilerin yayin organlari, platform
bildirileri ve sahsi ¢alismalar yoluyla Reform Yahudiliginin gelisimini ve elli
yil gibi kisa bir siire igerisinde toplanan iki platformun birbiriyle celisen
kararlarini ele almistir. Ardindan donemsel ve siyasi gelismelerin reform
Yahudiliginin degisimine etkisini sebep-sonug iliskisi baglaminda analiz
etmistir.

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CHANGED BELIEF OF REFORM JUDAISM IN THE RETURN TO
HOLY LAND IN THE CONTEXT OF THE PITTSBURGH AND
COLUMBUS PLATFORMS

Abstract: The minds of the Enlightenment and the French Revolution
brought great changes in the lives of the Jews in Europe, gave them
important rights like citizenship, and this led them to consider the Jews to be
part of the nation they were citizens for the first time. Reform Jewry which
emerged in Germany in the 18" century, spreading rapidly to European
countries and making significant progress in America, has attempted to
create an opinion of Judaism that is compatible with modern Europe by
changing traditional religion. At this point, the movement in the first place,
with a sensitivity to reforms of religious practices and discourses that
emphasized national identity, expressed Jewishness as a religious belief,
devoid of national identity. Reforms, such as the refusal to use Hebrew as
the language of prayer, Christ, return to the Holy Land, the reinterpretation of
exile and chosen nation rhetoric, and the transfer of the Sabbath from
Saturday to Sunday be considered in this context. Language reform of the
Reform Jews they left behind their identity, and the identity of the German
nation was an indication that they accept the culture. Likewise, Christ, the
exiled, the elected nation, and the Holy Land expressions were the basic
rhetoric of traditional belief. For the Jews who had adopted the German
nation, hoping to establish a "Jewish State" in the future was no longer
possible to accept that the Jewish race was superior to the other races. For
this reason, traditional rhetoric and religious rituals based on them have lost
meaning to the reformed Jews. The Pittsburgh Platform, which explains the
ideology of the reform movement, has clearly stated that returning to the
Holy Land, which is the basis of traditional Jewish belief, rejected the belief
in Christ and rejected the racial, national identity of the Jews and that
"Judaism" meant only religious belief.

However, during the period from the Pittsburgh Platform in 1885 to the
Columbus Platform in 1937, negative events in Europe and especially in
Russia caused Jews to migrate to America. After this stage, America has
become an environment where Jews can express their national identity, and
the attack on national values in Europe pushes the Jews to possess the
national values in America. With the influence of the new "eastern" Jews, the
national values that reform rejected began to gain importance, and the
reform movement began to lose ideological confidence. In this case, the
Reform movement created the 1937 Columbus Platform, advocating the
idea of returning to national values and holy lands, preferring to approach
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the traditional line instead of opposing Zionist ideas. The work dealt with the
development of Reform Jewry through the editorial organs of the reformist
Jews, platform notifications and personal studies, and the conflicting
decisions of the two platforms, collected within a short period of fifty years.
Then analyzed the effects of periodic and political developments on the
transformation of reform Jewish in the context of cause-effect relations.

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EVALUATION OF CRISIS OF ISRAEL STATE IN ‘MAVI MARMARA
ATTACK’ IN TERMS OF PUBLIC DIPLOMACY

Abstract: In global world, fast spreading of the knowledge urges
countries change their understanding of diplomacy. Countries show
themselves in the international arena with the policies they implemented
before and after crisis. The diplomacy of the 21st century doesn’t accept
conventional diplomacy on its own. After World War Il, public diplomacy is
implemented along with conventional diplomacy. The countries need
diplomatic necessities in order to eliminate the risks before and after the
crisis. Because of The Israel State’s being new in respect of its foundation, it
is not good at public diplomacy with respect to other developed countries.
The location of Israel is the most problematical region of The Middle East.
Israel, having problems with Palestine which is its bordering country, drew
the attention of the world to this region after ‘Mavi Marmara’ attack. Mavi
Marmara crisis has been an examination for Israel in terms of international
public diplomacy. The strategies Israel implemented in foreign policy before
and after crisis were insufficient. At the time of crisis Israel government’s
approach and diplomacy wasn’t effective in domestic and foreign policies.
Israel's Mavi Marmara crisis with Turkey showed that they are not good at
public diplomacy. Wrong policies made Israel have difficulties in domestic
and foreign policies. Therefore Mavi Marmara Crisis has been a big
reflection on foreign policy because of unsuccessful implementation of public
diplomacy.

After the attack, Israel couldn’t prove itself in communicational domain
enough. As a result of that, the communicational ineffectiveness in domestic
policy got the government into difficulty. In domestic public opinion, it was
thought that the government hadn’t done anything about the attack and
made a concession to the opposite side. It was understood in Turkel and UN
Report it that Israel couldn’t express itself communicationally. Therefore,
although Israel made good impressions on politics, it couldn’t be effective in
Mavi Marmara Attack and in the area of international public diplomacy.
Because the Western World didn’t support Israel enough, the Israel State fell
out with regional countries. The strong social media campaigns about Mavi
Marmara made Israel indefensible. The way Israel is viewed in the media is
that the Israeli government cannot defend itself. The number of the people
who thougt that Israel had lost dignity predominated. Because Israel
Government wasn’t able to use the social networks, civil associations and
official diplomatic institutions effectively, the issue resulted against Israel
(communicationally). The aim of this study is to determine, whether the
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public diplomacy Israel implemented effectively or not in domestic and
foreign policies After Mavi Marmara Attack.

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TEACHING HEBREW AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE IN TURKEY

Abstract: Belonging to the Canaanite branch of the Semitic languages,
Hebrew is considered one of the most ancient languages in the world.
Whereas It had not been used as an active language for almost two
thousand years, thus had not developed in vocabulary and grammar, today
linguists recognize terms as old Hebrew and modern Hebrew. Although, one
cannot assume that the two shapes of Hebrew are too different from each
other.

Jews migrated during many centuries, settling in different countries in
different materics. They also used different languages as their mother
tongues, while Hebrew served just as the language for religious purposes
and for communication only between Jews.

Today, being used as the state language in Israel for communication
language of Jews in different countries, Hebrew is also taught in many
counties in schools and universities. As to Hebrew teaching as a foreign
language in Turkey, it has its own challenges both in regard to structure of
words and sentences and in regard to translation due to totally different
logic, which makes its grammar hard to learn and to teach. Turkish and
Hebrew belong to different language families with totally different alphabets,
sounds and expression ways, while vocabulary of the two languages also do
not match remarkably. For example, gender category, that exists in many
European languages and actively separating masculine and feminine also in
Hebrew, simply does not exist in Turkish, which makes it necessary to
explain what gender category is, before teaching words in Hebrew. Besides,
teaching materials are also very important for teaching any language and
lack of teaching materials challenges not only learning, but also teaching
Hebrew in Turkish.

The article researches difficulties faced in the process of teaching
Hebrew in Turkey on the basis of teaching and learning process at Erciyes
University, Faculty of arts, Department of Hebrew Language and Literature.

Methods: The research was made using the method of literature search,
in the frame of which internet databases and internet publications were
investigated and used as sources.

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HOW DID ISRAILIYAT MIX IN HADITH NARRATIONS?

Abstract: There are some narrations in the hadith sources, which have
come until today, that are described as Israiliyat. It is possible to find similar
ones to some of these narrations in the Jewish literature. Islamic scholars of
the classical period also pointed out that some of the Israiliyat news mixed in
hadiths. The main question in this study is how Israiliyat mixed in hadith
narrations.

Judaism and Islam have an intersecting cultural past. The regions in
which they both came into existence are very close to each other. During the
Medina period of Islam, close relations were established with tribes known
as Jews, and many regions, where Jews and Christians lived, including
Jerusalem, were dominated by Muslims, not even a hundred years after the
Hegira. This closeness between the two cultures can be observed as the
first reason for the mixing of Israiliyat news among hadiths.

The second important reason is thought to be the Jews who converted
from Judaism to Islam in the first century of Islam. It is highly possible that
some of them shared their knowledge of the previous prophets and the
historical past with Muslims around them, and that this knowledge may have
mixed in hadiths at a time when the codification period did not yet begin.

The third important reason is thought to be the narrators that investigated
the written and oral sources of Judaism and conveyed the information they
had obtained from here to Muslims. There are strong indications that these
people, who loved to investigate, associated the information they obtained
from Judaism with any subject in Islam and then transferred it to their
students, then, this information entered into sources in the hadith form.

Abstract: We had a postgraduate work on Hifzi's work Mir'atd'l-Kuds,
located at 8245 in the Konya District Writing Works Library. This work
carried the title of Life, Works, Literary Personality and Inspiration (Review-
Text) named Mir'ati'l-Kuds of Hifzi. Within the scope of the research, the
work was expressed in translation and the general features of the work were
reported. The presentation of the work is Prof. Dr. Mine Mengi was made in
the name of Turkology Symposium.

This work, which we understand that the remains of the XVII. century are
received, we are more aware that Jerusalem is written on the value of the
religious meaning. Hifzi stated that he had been in Jerusalem at the
beginning of the work in 1642, but with the information obtained from
Tevarih-i Hanbali, insan-i Kamil, Alti Barmak Efendi's Me'aricii'l-Niiblvvet
and many other sources, Jerusalem's virtues retention has been received.
However, in the work, the geographical features of Jerusalem, its proximity
to cities, the tombs in Jerusalem, and the locations of other places in relation
to each other were also given.

At the beginning of the survey, the places where the word "Jerusalem"
passed were scanned, and the places mentioned and informed about being
located in Jerusalem were identified. The place and importance of
Jerusalem in the Mi'rac hadith, the place to be gathered on the day of
resurrection, the virtues of prayer in Jerusalem, and the usefulness of the
waters were evaluated in the subheadings. After that, efforts were made to
draw boundaries with the information obtained about the proximity to other
cities. Thus, the picture of Jerusalem was tried to be drawn in the eyes of
Hifzi.

Tanri Olmak isteyen Otobiis Soférii
adh kitabinda bulunan &ykdilerin bazisi bir sahifeyi asmasa da bu anlamda
etkileyicidir.

Keret dykiilerinin bazisinda Israil’de Yahudi olmanin niteligini anlama
firsati yakalanmaktadir. Ornegin Emniyet Mandali Agik adli 6ykide, silahini
ortaya birakarak taraflari esitledigini ve dismaniyla yer degistirdigini
diislinen bir asker portresi tasvir etmistir. Oykiide diismana kendinin,
kendine de onun g6zuyle bakmanin mimkun olup olmadidi sorgulanmistir.

Bir réportajda kendisine ydneltilen “Cok fazla absurd, asiri kara mizah ve
histerik bir gergekgilikle elestirildigin oldu mu?” sorusuna, soyle cevap
vermistir: “Bir insan nelerden dolay! elestirilebilirse hepsini duymusumdur ve
soykirrmdan ¢ikmis bir aileye mensup oldugum icin sanirrm bunlarin
hepsinden dolayi ben de kendimi suglamisimdir.”

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BEING A JEW IN ETGAR KERET'S STORIES

Abstract: It is almost impossible for literature, and its creator to be
abstracted from the time and place he/she is in. The author tries to establish
his own and his connection with the text he constructed/ will construct
through society, just as himself. The author re-establishes his connection
with society, which has a common memory with the same historicity, space
and time consciousness. In this case, the author's observations become an
invaluable sociological data source for outside viewers.

This study seeks to pursue the traces of being a Jew in Israel, based on
the Israeli story writer Etgar Keret's some stories in the Bus Driver Who
Wanted to Be God and the Seven Good Years. Keret, who was born in Tel
Aviv in 1967, has been the subject of short films for more than forty stories.
Keret's stories, adapted from animation to independent cinema and
television, are counted among the creative texts of contemporary literature.

Etgar Keret questioned the Israeli-Palestinian antagonism, the war, and
the hatred in two ethnic in some of his stories. Although some of the stories
in the book entitled the Bus Driver Who Wanted to Be God do not exceed a
page, it is impressive in this sense.

In some of the Keret's stories, there is an opportunity to understand the
nature of being a Jew in Israel. For example, in a story called “Cocked and
Locked”, he portrait a soldier who thinks that by leaving out the gun he is
equal with enemy and change position with him. In the story, it was
guestioned whether it was possible to look at the enemy with your own eyes
or to look at you with his eyes.

In response to the question "Are you criticized with too much absurd,
extreme black humor and a hysterical realism" asked him in an interview, he
replied: "I think that if a person can be criticized for what they are, | have
heard all of them and | belong to a Holocaust - "It is possible to see here that
Keret has always felt this family historicity and carried it to the stories.

it is the main goal of this research to study how Keret deals with the
Israeli-Palestinian issue, and what it means to being a Jew in today's world
in the light of Keret's stories.

Oz: Avrupa'dan sirgiin edilen Yahudilere kucak agan Osmanli
Devletinde yiksek memurluklara kadar vyukselmis bircok Yahudi
bulunmaktaydi. Avrupa'dan Osmanli Devleti'ne siginan Yahudilerden birisi
olan ve Yahudileri Filistin'e yerlestirmeye yonelik ilk girisimleri 1563 yilinda
baglatan Joseph Nasi, Taberiye'de kurdugu sistem ile her ne kadar
Siyonizm'in 6nclist sayilsa da aslinda bu girisim o ve onun gibiler icin bir
hayatta kalma muicadelesiydi. Bu anlamda maksath bir yerlesim politikasi
amaciyla bolgeye gelerek Yahudilerin bdlgeye goé¢ etmesini planlayan ilk
kisinin Danimarkali tliccar Oliger Paulli oldugu bilinmektedir. 1695 yilinda
ingiltere Kral'na sundugu oneriden neredeyse ylzyll sonra bu sefer
Napolyon isgal hareketi girisiminde bulundugu Filistin'de Yahudilerin bdlgeye
gelmesi icin caba sarf edecekti. inceledigimiz bu dénemde Filistin'de Yahudi
nifusunun artmasinda Celile bélgesinde idareyi ele alan Zahir Omer'in
davetiyle 1740'larda Taberiye'ye gelen Rabbi Haim Ebd el-Afiye ve
takipgcilerinin etkisi gérulmektedir. Safed eyaletinde nufusun artmasinda bu
davetin etkisi oldugunu iddia edilmektedir. Ancak Kudus 6zelinde nifusun
artmasinda bu bolgelere gelerek daha sonra Kudus'e go¢ eden ailelerin yani
sira gayrimuslim hacilarin dogrudan bir etkisinin oldugu agiktir. Bu ¢alisma
Ozellikle 18. ylOzyihn ikinci yarisinda genelde gayrimuslimlerin 6zelde
Yahudilerin kutsal topraklara yapilan hac organizasyonlarini ve karsilasilan
problemleri ele almakta ve 18. yizyilda Kudis'te gayrimislim nifusunu
tartismaktadir.

JOURNEY TO JERUSALEM IN THE 18TH CENTURY: JEWISH
IMMIGRATION AND NON-MUSLIMS PILGRIMS

Abstract: In the Ottoman Empire, which embraced Jews exiled from
Europe, there were many Jews who rose up to high officials. Joseph Nasi,
one of the Jews who took refuge in the Ottoman Empire from Europe
initiated the first attempts to place Jews in Palestine in 1563. Although it was
the forerunner of Zionism by the system he had set up in Tiberia, in fact this
initiative was a struggle for survival for his and people like him. On the other
hand, it is known that Oliger Paulli, the Danish merchant, was the first
person to come to the region for a purposeful settlement policy and planned
the immigration of Jews to the region. After nearly a hundred years of
proposing to the King of England in 1695, this time Napoleon would make an
effort to bring Jews to the region, where he was attempting an invasion
movement. In the 18" Century, the increase in the Jewish population in
Palestine is influenced by Rabbi Haim Abu al-Afiyah and his followers who
came to Tiberias in the 1740s by the invitation of Zahir Omar who dealt with
administration in Galilei. It is claimed that the increase in population in Safed
province is the effect of this invitation. However, it is clear that in the case of
Jerusalem the increase in population is a direct effect of non-Muslims
pilgrims, as well as the families who came to this region and then migrated
to Jerusalem. This study examines the pilgrimage organizations of non-
Muslims, especially the Jews, and the problems faced in the second half of
the 18th century. Finally, it discusses the non-Muslim population in
Jerusalem during the 18th century.

Methods: In this study, the Complaint Registers of Sam/ Damascus in
Ottoman Archives and the Jerusalem Court Register were used. It also has
an important role travel books of pilgrims as a primary source. The data
obtained from the complaint registers and court registers is compared. In
addition, Jizya registers have provided information on the growing population
throughout the century.

Abstract: Dates back to ancient times, Jerusalem has been an important
city for many of us.

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THE CRISIS OF JEWS: BEING ISRAELI

Abstract: Since its establishment, Israeli policy makers have made calls
to all Jews around the world to come and settle in Israel in order to gain
demographic balance of Jews vis-a-vis Palestinians and in order to
consolidate the majority. This call has found echo among the Jews who lived
within the Arab states in North Africa and in the Middle East. From 1950
onwards, those Jews emigrating to Israel have undertaken the biggest role
in augmenting Jewish population in Israel. However, those Jews coming
from different cultural background compared to Ashkenazim coming from
Europe have also been the catalysts of the occurence of an identity crisis in
Israel. At the end of the process of Israeli identity creation which is marked
by the intra-group cleavages within Jewish identity and inter-group
cleavages with the non-Jews, being Israeli has become problematic. Today,
it's not inappropriate to claim that one of the lIsrael’s biggest societal
problems is about the identity issue since this crisis of identity has huge
effects not only in economics and politics but also in culture and education.

It is very difficult to separate the Israeli identity from Jewish identity which
carries religious connotations and this situation has enprisoned Israeli
society into ‘Israeli nation’ and ‘Jewish people’ dichotomy which would
culminate with the occurence of religious-secular cleavage in the end. Along
with the religious-secular cleavage, Israeli Jews show differences socially
and culturally which is another identity problem waiting to be solved. Some
of these social groups see themselves both economically and culturally
disadvantaged; they feel alienated and ultimately they give reaction.

The Jews have preserved their Jewishness in spite of the fact that they
have lived in diverse countries among different societies during two
thousand years. Notwithstanding, Israeli identity is still vague. Even though,
it's not yet possible to make a clear definition of Israeli identity, an
examination made upon cleavage lines might be expedient in understanding
the structure of Israeli society.

THE BLACK HEBREWS

Abstract: The Black Hebrews of Jerusalem is an African American
community who say that they are the grandsons of the ancient Israelites
mentioned in the Bible. The Romans exiled the rest of the Hebrews from
Jerusalem in 70 AD, and many of them have crossed the continents for
more than a thousand years and finally reached to West Africa. From there
they were taken to America and became victims of the most brutal and
inhuman slavery practices of the human history. However, according to the
Word of God, this vile journey will finally bring them back to Israel, the
homeland, to fulfill the kingdom of God.

In 1966, their spiritual leader Ben Ammi reported that he received
revelations from Gabriel that the children of Israel in America had to come
back to the Holy Land, the original homeland they belong to. In 1967, with
him, three hundred to four hundred Hebrew Israelites began their journey
from Chicago. At the end of their difficult journey the first group stepped foot
on Arz-i Mevud in 1969. The community, which had to struggle for years
against legal obstacles, overcame legal obstacles and took the reward for
their efforts in 1990s; In Israel's Be'er Sheva, Dimona has established a
residential area named Kfar Shomrey Ha Shalom (Guardians of the Peace
Village).

They are now spread over Dimona, Arad and Mitzpe Ramon, three well
developed towns in the south of Israel, with a population of over three
thousand. The community, which believes that they have a sacred task to
sustain a Divine Culture as sons and daughters of God, live their lives with
practices such as veganism, daily collective exercises, school of prophesy,
voluntary work division, their own clothing style, preventive health, high
ethical standards.

In our paper we included Jerusalem's Black Hebrews (which are
mentioned as miracles in the desert and write a story of success inspiring
subsequent African-American Hebrews to come back to the Holy Land)
history, religion, social, cultural experiences and the main points that keep
them apart from traditional Orthodox Judaism.

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Oz: Yahudiligin Hicaz bélgesine girisi Hz. Musa déneminden Mabed’in
ikinci yikilisina kadar olan farkli doénemlerle iliskilendiriimektedir. Farkh
dénemlerde Hicaz Bolgesine gelip yerlesen Yahudiler burada varliklarini Hz.
Omer dénemine kadar devam ettirmislerdir. Bélgeye ne zaman geldikleri
konusunda ileri surulen goérusler gibi kimlikleri konusunda da farkl teoriler
bulunmaktadir. Bazi arastirmacilar Bélge Yahudilerinin ibrani kokenli
olduklarini ileri surerken, bazilari iglerinden bir kisminin Arap asilli,
kalanlarinin ibrani olduklarini, bazilari da isimlendirmelere bakarak
tamaminin  Yahudiligi din olarak kabul etmis Araplar olduklarini dile
getirmektedirler. Yahudilerin inandiklari ve kutsal metinlerinde anlatilan tanri
milli, sadece Yahudileri koruyan gbzeten bir tanri olmasina ragmen onlar,
kendilerini tevhit anlayiginin merkezinde gdérmektedirler. Cikis Kitabinda
tanri algisi ; “Benden bagka tanrin olmayacak. Kendine yukarida
gbkyluzinde, asagida yeryuzinde ya da yeraltindaki sularda yasayan
herhangi bir canliya benzer put yapmayacaksin. Putlarin &énunde
egilmeyecek, onlara tapmayacaksin. Cunki ben, Tanrin Rab, kiskang bir
Tanr'yim...” seklinde yer almaktadir. Tevhidi anlayisa ragmen bu Tanri
(Yahve), pek ¢ok noksan insani sifatla nitelendiriimektedir. Gece ve gundiiz
calismakta, Sileyman Mabedi'nin yikiligindan pismanlik duyup, yazik bana
Mabedimin  yikilmasini  emrettim ve evlatlarimi  sahipsiz  biraktim
diyebilmekte, zaman zaman kizginligini yenemeyerek, kétl ve adil olmayan
isler yapmaktadir. Hicaz Yahudileri'nin tanri algilari da bu anlamda bazen
genel Yahudilikle benzerlikler géstermekte, bazen de inanis noktasinda
genelden farklihk arz etmektedir. Bu algi Uzerine Hz. Muhammed ile zaman
zaman tartistiklari, kendilerinin tevhit Gzere olduklarini iddia etmelerine
ragmen Allah’t insani 0&zelliklerle sifatlandirdiklari  nakledilmektedir.
Hiristiyanlarin Allah’a ogul isnat etmeleri gibi Hicaz Yahudileri de Uzeyir'i
Tanri oglu olarak anmakta, bu hususu da tartisma ortamina getirmektedirler.
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Allah’a fakirlik cimrilik gibi beseri isnatlarda bulunabilmekte, Kuran’in
kendilerini davet ettidi tevhit anlayisina aykin iddialar dile getirmektedirler.
Allah’in her seyin yaraticisi oldugunu bilmelerine ragmen tartismalarinda,
Hz. Peygamber'e Allah’i kimin yarattigini sorabilmektedirler. Batin bu
Ozellikleri ile Hicaz Bolgesindeki Yahudiler genel Yahudilikten bazi konularda
ayrilmakta, bazi konularda da ayni fikirleri savunmaktadirlar.

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THE HEJAZ JEWS’ PERCEPTION ON GOD AND THEIR
DEBATE WITH PROPHET MUHAMMED

Abstract: The initiation of Judaism in the Hejaz territory has been
associated with various periods from the times of Prophet Moses up until the
second destruction of the Temple. The Jews who had moved to the Hejaz
territory at different times remained present until the era of Omar ibn al-
Khattab. As there are various ideas about the time of their arrival, there are
also numerous theories on their identity. While some researchers link all of
the Hejaz Jews to Hebrew roots, others state that a part of them are Arabic
and the rest are Hebrew. Additionally, some even say, based on the Jews’
names, that all of them are Arabs who have accepted Judaism. Even
though, in their holy texts the god they believe in is described as a god who
only protects and favours the Jewish people, they still see themselves as the
backbone of the ‘Tawhid’ understanding. In the book of Exodus (Shemot)
the perception of god is told as: “You shall have no God but me. You shall
not make an idol similar to any being up in the sky, down on land or under
the waters. You shall not bow down to idols, you shall not worship them. For
I, your God, am an envious God...”. Despite the tawhid understanding, their
God (Yahweh) is attributed to many flawed and humanly qualities such as;
working day and night; feeling woe and regret as he caused the destruction
of his Temple and left his people abandoned; making bad and unjust
decisions from time to time due to letting anger get the best of him...
Consequently, the Hejaz Jews’ perception on god sometimes correlates to
the general beliefs of Judaism while other times it differs on the basis of
faith. They have been said to argue with Prophet Muhammed on this matter,
claiming to believe in tawhid while conversely attributing humanly qualities to
Him. Just as the Christians ascribing a son to God, in like manner, the Hejaz
Jews believed Ezra (Uzayr) to be the son of God and made this a matter of
argument. By attributing manly characteristics such as poverty and
stinginess to God, they went on to assert claims contrary to the tawhid
understanding which the Quran had invited them to. Moreover, in spite of
knowing that God is the power behind all creation, they would ask Prophet
Muhammed how Allah was created during their debates. Given these facts,
the Hejaz Jews differ from general beliefs of Judaism on some matters while
they agree on others.

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Abstract: The purpose of this study is bibliographic analysis
(bibliometric: quantitative analysis of the bibliographic features of a body of
literature) in the metadata of theses/dissertations (thereafter called theses)
written in the field of Israel and Judaism Studies (I1JS) in Turkey. The
metadata is retrieved from the database of the National Theses Center
(Council of Higher Education) which indexes, abstracts, and when permitted,
allows full-text access to theses. In this database, bibliographic entry for
each thesis is coded on these variables: university, institution, department,
field, subject, index, type, access permission, situation, language, group,
abstract, year, theses number, thesis title, author, and advisor.

As IJS is a multidisciplinary field, determining the specific theses
dedicated to IJS among the approximately half million theses is not easy. By
using search strategies, database search engine could be used for further
query optimization. For effective search the query may be filtered or sorting
by word or phrase which directly related with 1JS in in titles of theses, index
and abstract to find theses in the field of 1JS.

Israel (min' ,J8 ) which has derivatives such as israiliyat, bene israel
(children of Israel or Israelites) are found approximately 300 times in thesis
title. While Israel is used for state of Israel and citizen of Israel, its
derivatives are used in historical context. Likewise, “Jew” (s2s& ,'TInY) and
derivatives such as Jewish, Judaism, Judea, Jewry etc. are used
approximately 225 times in thesis title. Additional specific words related with
Jew are also used. For example, mosaic (11) as an exonymic name, is used
commonly. Torah (nn 3LsY) and related terms (tanakh, holy book, old
testament, psalm etc.) to describe the whole of Jewish scriptures are used
approximately 150 times.

While some directly-related Turkish etymological equivalents of Israel,
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jew/ judaic and torah (holy book, old testament) are the three top most
frequently used endonymic names in titles, sometimes other related words
are used as well: Related with the word jew, karaim (11), synagogue (10),
zion (8), maimonides (8), sephard (7), semitic (5), hebrew (4), ladino (2),
rabbi (2), samaritan (1), messiah (2), hasidi (2), hanukkah (1), maftir (1),
kibbutz (1), kosher (1), ezra (1), kabala(1), saadia (1), midrash: (1), haskala
(1), makkabi (1), psalm etc are used. Related with the word Israel, few words
in contrast, few words are used, including Jerusalem (40) Haifa (1), and Tel-
aviv (1).

The term Israel in the title is mainly used in the subject of international
relations (200), political science (48), history (29), and religion (24).
However, the term Jew in the title is mainly used in religion (123), history
(50), international relations (17), and political science (9). Torah and related
terms are used mainly in religion.

In accordance with this approach, the theses which are directly related
with IJS can be classified under three categories in terms of research
methods: politics, religion and history. While subjects of international
relations and political science are covered under the “politics” category
(274), history of religion, theology etc. are covered under the ‘“religion”
category (247) and history, linguistics and culture are covered under the
“history” category (88). Although there is no definite relationship between
subject and the department, the subjects of theses and academic programs
are closely related with each other

If the research methods of the theses directly related with 1JS are
surveyed, it emerges that IJS in is still based on traditional methods.
Because of this, theses in this field have generally only one subject. But
without content analyzis or qualitative approaches, to decide whether theses
are single- or interdisciplinary is not easy if one only considers the subject or
discipline name. Sometimes, in the subject of the thesis there are several
entries but the thesis turns out to be not interdisciplinary. However
sometimes there is one subject entry, but the thesis turns out to be
interdisciplinary. But for exact decision, content analyzis must be done
based on citation analysis, type of literacy, research methods, theoretical/
conceptual framework, evolution of research topics, author/ advisor research
field etc.

In addition to these theses directly related with IJS, also those theses
which are indirectly related with 1S must be examined. While studies with
terms directly related with 13S in their titte number around 675, indirectly
related theses are very small. But to find these indirectly related theses
among large number of theses is not easy. By the words combinations of
undirected related words with 1JS (Christianity, New Testament, people of
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book, non-Muslim, minorities, Palestine, Middle East, prophets) with Israel
and Jew words in metadata is the best way for optimization for simple
search. But for detailed research, researcher must examine each possible
theses separately.

Theses in the field of 1JS proliferated after 2000. For example, among
total 473 theses whose titles contains Israel or Jew, the decade by decade
numerical distribution is as follows: 1981- 1990: 6; 1991-2000 76; 2001-2010
201; 2011-2017: 189. Theses at the graduate level are more than those at
the doctoral level (403/ 70).

The Turkish universities which have the greatesthumber of theses
submitted in the field of IJS are Marmara (88), ODTU (39), Ankara (32), Gazi
(23), istanbul (20), Bogazici (17), Bilkent (16), Selcuk (16), and Sakarya (8).

There must be further efforts for opening new undergraduate and
graduate department/ programs in different universities to meet the
increasing need for 13S. This need can be seen in the increasing number of
theses available in the national database. As this paper demonstrates,
theses have great importance in building the foundation of academic
studies.

(bibliyografik) incelemesidir (bibliyometrik/ kaynakdlgiim: kaynaklarin
bibliyografik 6zelliklerinin nicel analizi). Ust veriler, tezleri dizinleyen,
Ozetleyen ve izin verilen tezlere tam metin erisimini saglayan cevrimigi
Ulusal Tez Merkezi (Yiksek Ogrenim Kurumu) veri tabanindan alinmistir. Bu
veri tabaninda, her bir tez i¢cin su degiskenlere goére bibliyografik kiinye
kodlanmigtir: Universite, enstitli, anabilim dali, bilim dali, konu, dizin, tez turg,
izin durumu, durum, dil, grup, 6zet, yil, tez no, tez adi (bashgi), yazar ve
danigsman.

IYC gok alanh oldugu igin, yaklasik yarim milyon tez iginde iYC ile ilgili
tezleri bulmak kolay degildir.

Oz: Tim dinlerde oldugu gibi Yahudilikte faiz (riba, ribbi) alma ve verme
dini olarak yasaklanmasina ragmen, Yahudi fikhi, ilgili dini kurallarini ihlal
etmeksizin, resmi islemleri yaparak faiz getiren alma ve verme islemlerine
izin vermenin yollarini bulmustur. Yahudilikte hayirseverlik (sadaka/ tzedaka)
ve ticaret kiltiri olmasina ragmen, bor¢ para vererek kolay yoldan para
kazanma yolu tercih edilmistir. Bu yapilirken, giinimuizde bati kanunlarinda
oldugu gibi bun adi “faiz” konarak yapilmak yerine dolambagh yollardan
yapilmaya caligiimigtir.

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HETER ISKA: CIRCUMVENTING THE PROHIBITION OF
INTEREST IN JUDAISM

Abstract: Despite the biblical prohibition of payment and receipt of
interest (ribit) in Judaism, Jewish jurisprudence has derived ways to allow
payments and receipts which substitute for interest by formal transactions,
without violating their respective religious precepts. Despite the culture of
philanthropy (alms/ tzedaka) and commerce in Judaism, the way to earn
money by lending money was preferred. In doing so, attempts were made to
do this in an indirect manner, instead of calling it "interest” as in western law
today.

As in other languages, different synonymous words are used in Hebrew
to describe making money by lending money: nesheh, marbit, tarbit, ribit. As
the difference between interest and commerce is not understood, distortion
occurs in these concepts through various tricks and doctrines and this is
reflected in commercial laws. Therefore, the interest-related laws in the
Jewish jurisprudence are complex and detailed.

In this framework, at first information will be given about the parameters
of what constitutes interest, and then information will be given about
prohibition of interest in Torah. Then it will be investigated how the religious
teachings attached to the Hebrew scripture will formally overcome a religious
interest prohibition. At this point, information will be given about the practice
of the heter iska in Judaism (njoy n'n, commenda or implicita in west). It
will be seen that trying to circumvent the prohibition of interest, in fact, may
reveal the role of religious institutions and religious men in the economy.
Moreover, by looking at the modern debate on the circumvention of the
prohibition of interest, it can be shown that Jews, like other believers, have
made artifice (hiyal) to circumvent the interest ban, which has similarities
with other religions. At this point, it will be examined how the heter iska
system functions in current banks in Israel. These practices based that try to
circumvent the interest ban on formalistic approach will reveal similarities/
differences with the western laws that regulate the interest-bearing debt and
generally accepted accounting principles today.

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ISRAEL AN EXCEPTIONAL OR PARIAH STATE?

Abstract: For the last three decades, the concept of “pariah state” is one
of the popular concepts in international relations. Although it is highly
contested concept, it is widely used to describe the states isolated from the
international system. The concept of pariah state is to define states that do
not adhere to international norms and the basic principles of the international
law, experiencing many intensive problems with neighbors in their own
region, not formally recognized of themselves or some of their actions in
foreign policy, exporting violence, systematically violating human rights and
states with provocative policies or expansionary territorial ambitions. Israel
has been called as a pariah state because of certain policies it has pursued
since the very beginning of the formal independence in 1948. For many,
however, Israel is defined as an "exceptional state" because of its
foundation, political position in the region, having a democratic regime, and
being a "Jewish state". This study focuses on the debate on how Israel
should be defined. It is argued that so-called discourse of Israel's
exceptional character produced for legitimizing the regional policies of Israel.
In particular, due to the Israeli policies concerning the Palestinian issue,
Israel can characteristically be described as the pariah state.

Ayrica Filistin’deki nufuslarini arttirmak isteyen Siyonistler,
ingiltere’den aldiklari destek ile Yahudi géglerini arttirmis ve ingiliz sivil
idaresi igerisinde 6nemli mevkilerde gérev almiglardir. Bu gelismeler Filistinli
Araplarin siyasal, sosyal ve ekonomik durumlarini olumsuz etkilemigtir.
Filistinli Araplar yasadiklari topraklari kaybedeceklerini disinmus,
Siyonistlere ve onlara destek olan ingiliz sivil yénetimine tepkilerini 1921’de
meydana gelen Yafa olaylarinda gdstermistir. Bu olay ertesinde Sir Herbert
Samuel, Thomas Haycraftin (1859-1936) ismiyle anilan sorusturma
komisyonunu kurmustur. 7 Mayis 1921’de goérevine baslayan Thomas
Haycraft, Yafa olaylarini arastirmis ve sonuglarini 64 sayfalik bir rapor
halinde Herbert Samuel’e sunmustur. Bu ¢calismada Araplari siddetten dolayi
suglayan ancak, Yahudi goég¢menleri ile ilgili 6nemli sikayetler iceren
Haycraft'in “Filistin: Sikayetler Mayis 1921” adli raporuna goére Yafa olaylari
incelenecektir.

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HAYCRAFT COMMISSION OF INQUIRY 1921

Abstract: At the San Remo Conference, Britain and France agreed to
leave the administration of Palestine to England. Thus, with the appointment
of Sir Herbert Samuel on 1 July 1920, the British Civil Administration
officially started in Palestine. In addition, the Zionists who want to increase
their population in Palestine have increased their Jewish immigration with
support from the United Kingdom and have been in important positions in
British civilian administration. These developments negatively affected the
political, social and economic conditions of the Palestinian Arabs. The
Palestinian Arabs thought that they would lose their lands and showed their
reaction to the Zionists that supported them and the British civilian
government in the Jaffa events that took place in 1921. Sir Herbert Samuel
established an investigation commission named Thomas Haycraft (1859—
1936). Thomas Haycraft began his career on May 7, 1921, investigating
Jaffa events and presenting his results in a 64-page report to Herbert
Samuel. In this study, Jaffa events will be examined according to Thomas
Haycraft's “Palestine: Disturbances in May 1921" which blamed the Arabs
for the violence, but identified a series of grievances concerning the Jewish
immigrants.
